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Inserting a Flash animation into PowerPoint

.  A crosshair will appear with which a 
box can be drawn to act as a button.  Once the button is drawn, right click to bring up 
the button properties to set the button operation macro.   

To hide the buttons so they are seamless with the rest of the presentation change the 
property color to "no color" and position the boxes where they make the most sense in 
the presentation.  This way, clicking on the ("play" and "rewind" in this example) buttons 
that have just been created gives more control over playing the Flash animation.  The 
Flash animation will always open to the state in which it was left so it is a good idea to 
always rewind before the real presentation.  
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
